Drawn to the negative — don’t see the
beautiful roses — thorns

Peo like that — hold on hurts

Easily offended — keep weeks

Guy bitten by dog

—doc — rabies — wrote list of names — don't
have to do your will — cure —no — list |

Unfair past — not - unfair fut

What will holding on to your offence
do to you?

An easily offended spirit keep you from
receiving the good news: the grace and
inheritance that God has for you.

Life can be unfair — nat - und (real hurt) —

Dear Pastor Joshua,
