Good news – debt already paid  
James 1:5 

5 If any of you lacks wisdom, he 
should ask God, who gives 
generously to all without finding 
fault. 
God is not fault finding God – 

not focus what wrong – 
despite – still precious 
bold ask – help - not condemn 
Law: Got myself into this trouble 
– got to get out myself 
Grace: blow it – surround you - 
shield – favor and mercy 

If your little boy – stuck on a tree 
top – help me – even really 
naughty 

Father’s instinct – rescue - 
protect 

Go straight to the rescue 

You wont say  – let me see how 
good – homework – bed room 
– report card 

Vomit – instead of flying into 
rage – exploding and wag, 
cool -  thank you – rest of time 
– father’s instinct - accept 
– smelly – doesn’t bother me a 
bit – my child – left impression 

Use manukah honey – heard 
 – just laugh it out – just say - 

not to do it – cool 
If an earthly imperf father – 

knows how to protect -  
accept weakness - how much 
more our Heavenly Father  

Why is it important to see 
yourself as precious 
despite your mistakes?

What you do – not who you are 
Keep talking that way – felt 

powerless to change 
Who: Failure – bankrupt – 

divorcee – rebel – smoke 
While puffing – confess – child 

of God … son 
precious 

When you make mistakes, don’t 
run from God but come to God. 
How he got the courage to go 

back to father – realise –  
How many of my father’s ser 

have food even to spare – 
realise still son! 

Luke 15:20 
20 So he got up and went to his 

father. "But while he was still a long 
way off, his father saw him and was 
filled with compassion for him; he 
ran to his son, threw his arms 
around him and kissed him.  
You take one step – father – run 

2. Come and ask boldly from 
His grace 

Luke 15:21-24 
21 "The son said to him, 'Father, I 

have sinned against heaven and 
against you.

He did the one thing that is 
necessary, he left the far 
country. 
Not your tears and regrets 
Not dwelling on your past 
He didn’t want him to ask less as 
he has big things in store for him. 
Best robe – honor, ring - auth, 

sandals - son, fattened calf 
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(pros) – feast celebration 
(fellowship) - Cross  

Dwell in your sins – unworthy – 
ask less 

Everything in you will tell you – 
don’t deserve anything 
 – God not going to bless you 

Enemy come – you don’t 
deserve it – exactly right – I 
don’t ask for what I deserve – 
his grace 

Bold – don’t ask just f – ask 
GRACE 
It pleases your Father to ask Him 

for big things out of His grace 
If father – multimillionaire – 

mansion – ask anything – toilet 
roll?

Receive mercy and grace; why 
receive? 

Why we need to focus on 
receiving? 

Great receivers are great givers 
Luke 7:36-48 
 – home of Pharisee – well 

known as a sinful lady – jar of 
very expensive perfume 

Knelt behind - at feet weeping – 
wet feet w her tears – wipe w 
hair – kiss - perfume 

Ph complain – if prophet  
Suppose have 2 owe money – 

5000 – 50,000 – which love 
most – forgive much  

You never give water for feet 
(wet feet w tears), never kiss – 
never put oil my head – pour 
perfume on it 
47 Therefore, I tell you, her many 

sins have been forgiven-for she 
loved much. But he who has been 
forgiven little loves little."   
47> sins tho many - forgiven – 

love much; forgiven little – love 
little 

Jesus not fair? No – Ph is in 
need as well as the lady – but 

didn’t recog need for 
forgiveness – didn’t receive 
grace – cannot love or give 
much

your dreams

God’s calling – irrevocable
