Prosper: Euodoo (), to help on one’s 
way, to have a prosperous journey, Rom 
1:10; 1 Cor 16:2, “as he may prosper,” lit. ‘in 
whatever he may be prospered,’ i.e., in 
material things; the continuous tense 
suggests the successive circumstances of 
varying prosperity as week follows week; in 
3 John 2, of the prosperity of the physical 
and spiritual health.

2. He gives you the overflow to touch loved 
ones 

parents – children - mission 
Heb 12:16-17

inheritance rights as the oldest son.

immoral 
Why immoral?  
If just contented – enough for self – selfish 

– what about your  
parent – children - house of God – missions  

Proverbs 13:22 
22 A good man leaves an inheritance for his 
children's children,  but a sinner's wealth is 
stored up for the righteous.  
Leave a good inheritance - not just good 
memory 
Deuteronomy 30:5 
5 He will bring you to the land that belonged 
to your fathers, and you will take possession of 
it. He will make you more prosperous and 
numerous than your fathers.  
Why do you think – bless you – pas – unusual

1. The more you see Jesus’ work on the 
cross, the more miracles of overflows 

Paul wrote ¾ of NT – this is the only 
recorded sermon  

Acts 13:34 
34 The fact that God raised him from the dead, 

never to decay, is stated in these words: "'I will 
give you the holy and sure blessings promised to 
David.'    
What is the central message of Paul? 

Central message: Jesus in all His fullness 
and what He did for us. 

He wants to bless – heart of God – Adam 
No wine (wont die) - Leprosy – no catch   
After Ress – any catch – 153  
Big prob – how God can bless – man 

chose not be blessed – since Adam chose 
to be independant 

Separated – lost fellowship – root cause of 
all prob 

How bless – forgive? And yet remain just 
How do we get our blessings and 

miracles?
